There is no doubt that Bowraville boasts one of the best
country museums in Australia – the Eliza and Joseph Newman
Folk Museum in High Street, Bowraville. This centre-piece 
of Bowraville offers hours of browsing pleasure with 
memorabilia and artifacts displayed from every available
space.

As the museum's slogan says: 'If it was used in this district,
you name it and we most probably have it'.

From horse-drawn and steam-powered machines, a 
120-year-old grand piano to a German wartime mine washed
up on Middle Head beach in 1942, there is something to 
tickle everyone's fancy at the museum.

Examples of the Smithy's art of pioneer days abound, as do
all manner of furniture and sundry items, including a 1902
electric belt (complete with batteries and instructions) which
boasts to cure all ailments – physical, mental or sexual.

The museum is also home to the boarding house set from
the 1980s movie set in Bowraville, 'The Umbrella Woman'. 

Horse-drawn and steam-powered machines stand proudly
outside, lovingly restored by volunteer enthusiasts.

One of the earliest places of worship in the Nambucca
Valley, a tiny Presbyterian church, has also retired to the
museum.

Visitors can call in on Saturdays and Tuesdays from 10am to
3pm; on Mondays from 9.30am to 10.30am; on Wednesdays
and Fridays from 10am to 12pm; and Sundays from 11am to
3pm or on request; or on Thursdays by request. Coaches 
welcome. During the school holidays the museum is open from
10am to 3pm daily. Enquiries should be directed to 6564 8200
(museum) or 6564 7251 (secretary). Entry cost $2 adults, $1
children.
