While here, take time out to spend a day exploring
the Nambucca River, considered by some to be the
shire's most valuable asset and an integral part of the
area's tourism industry.

The Nambucca wends its way through the valley to
meet the Pacific Ocean at Nambucca Heads, collecting
from feeder streams and gullies along some 47km from
the back of Bowraville.

At its widest point, the catchment measures about
23km.

The shire is roughly a triangular shape comprising
some 1400 square kilometres with a coastline of about
20 kilometres.

Climate: sub-tropical climate without extreme
summers or winters - average 19 degrees Celsius in
winter to 27 degrees Celsius in summer.

Population: 20,000 - concentrated in the urban areas
of Macksville, Nambucca Heads, Bowravillle, Scotts
Head and Valla. Some 67 per cent of the population
lives within urban centres.

Neighbours: The shire is bounded on the north by
Bellingen Shire and on the south and west by Kempsey
Shire.
